This guide is intended for administrators who need to prepare for, install, configure and operate QX Gateways 
(herein QX). In this guide, we describe the configuration of QXs as well as references to other guides, manuals 
and complementary resources. After successfully configuring the QX, a user will be able to make SIP and PSTN 
calls and access the Internet from devices connected to the Local Area Network (LAN). 

This guide contains many example screen illustrations. Since QXs offer a wide variety of features and functional-
ity, the example screenshots shown may not appear exactly the same for your particular QX as they appear in 
this manual. The example screenshots are for illustrative and explanatory purposes, and should not be con-
strued to represent your own unique environment. 

Installation Guide consists of the following parts: 

• Installing the QX Gateways explains the connection of cables and devices to the QX Gateway. 

• Configuring QX Gateways in Standalone Mode describes the configuration steps needed to establish 
QX gateway as a standalone device. 

• Configuring the QXFXO4, QXISDN4 and QXE1T1 Gateways  describes the configuration steps that 
might be needed to establish QXFXO4, QXISDN4 and QXE1T1 as a PSTN line expansion for a QX IP 
PBX.  

• Configuring the QXFXS24 Gateway as QX IP PBX Expansion device describes the configuration steps 
that might be needed to establish the QXFXS24 as a FXS lines expansion for a QX IP PBX.

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3 Hardware Overview  

• QXFXO4 has 4 FXO ports, 1 Ethernet WAN and 1 Ethernet LAN ports. 

• QXISDN4 has 4 ISDN ports, 1 Ethernet WAN and 1 Ethernet LAN ports.  

• QXE1T1 has 1 E1T1 port, 1 Ethernet WAN and 1 Ethernet LAN ports.  

• QXFXS24 has 24 phone ports (FXS), 1 Ethernet WAN and 1 Ethernet LAN ports.  

3.1 The Connectors Panel of QX Gateways  

The illustration below includes the connector’s panel of QXFXO4, QXISDN4, QXE1T1 and QXFXS24 gateways.

1. WAN RJ45 socket to attach the Internet Uplink (WAN) via an Ethernet CAT 5 cable.  

2. LAN RJ45 socket to attach a Local Area Network (LAN) via an Ethernet CAT 5 cable. If a QX IP PBX or 
a PC is connected directly to this socket, a straight cable is used.  

3. The reset button may be used in two ways: 

 pressing for an instant to initiate a normal restart.   
 pressing and holding down for three seconds or more to carry out a factory reset. This will restore the 

factory defaults and clear all settings including the IP address and administration password you en-
tered. 

4. Line socket to attach the FXO trunk to QX Gateway depending on the model of QX Gateway. 

5. Line socket to attach the ISDN trunk to QX Gateway depending on the model of QX Gateway. 

6. Line socket to attach the E1T1 trunk to QX Gateway depending on the model of QX Gateway. 

7. Line socket to attach the FXS trunk to QX Gateway depending on the model of QX Gateway. Phone 
sockets with RJ11 connectors enable connectivity of regular analog telephones. These are Foreign Ex-
change Station (FXS) analog ports.

• AUX PWR (DC Power) connector to connect two units together. The first unit will power the second by 
using 12V DC power connector. 

• AC Power (placed in the back panel of QX gateway) supply socket to connect a power cable.

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4 Installing the QX Gateways 

4.1 Networking Overview 

To establish connections between the PSTN (or the legacy PBX) and the Internet, a gateway is needed. The QX 
gateway, used as a standalone device, will perform the task of connecting the PSTN (or PBX) to a Private Data 
Network or the Internet. The QX gateway will process and regulate the voice traffic between these networks 
according to specified dial plan.

Every device within an IP network requires a unique IP address to identify itself. Since the QX gateway, used as 
a standalone gateway, connects to both the LAN (Admin PC) and the WAN (Private Data Network or Internet), it 
has to be part of both networks, and must have two IP addresses: one for the WAN side and one for the LAN 
side. The QX gateway’s integrated firewall/NAT functionality will hide the LAN IP address from the WAN side.  

There are two ways of assigning an IP address: statically or dynamically. The QX gateway can be configured 
with a static IP address on the WAN interface. You can use also the Internet Service Provider’s DHCP server for 
assigning IP address on the WAN side.  

Besides acting as a standalone device, QX gateways may serve as a PSTN LINE expansion for QX IP PBXs. In 
this case, the QX gateway gets a WAN IP address from the DHCP server of the connected QX IP PBX (see 

sections 5 and 7.

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4.2 Connecting the Hardware 

Verify the product package contents are complete. Refer to the contents sheet included in the packaging to 
determine if all the items were shipped in the box. 

1. Connect the Ethernet port on your PC via a straight CAT 5 cable with an RJ45 connector to the LAN 
socket of the QX. 

2. Connect the WAN port of the QX to the ISP network. 

3. Power the QX by connecting the power cable to a power strip with surge protection and a UPS. 

4. Power up any hub or switch followed by any PC and other devices on the LAN side. 

5. Check the LEDs: The green WAN LED will blink when cables are connected to these ports and all de-
vices are powered up. If the green WAN LED does not blink, verify cabling and ensure that all devices 
are powered up. 

Note: CAT 5 cables can be faulty without any visual indication. The LAN and WAN LEDs verify that the Ethernet 
connection is established between the endpoints. If these LEDs are not illuminated, there is a connection prob-
lem between the QX and the other device.  

5 Configuring QX Gateways in Standalone Mode 

The basic configuration of the QX gateway in standalone mode includes two main steps: 

• Basic Setup 

 System Configuration Wizard
 Internet Configuration Wizard

• Specifying the Call Routing Patters according to desired dial plan. 

The most important settings required in Basic Setup:  

• IP address for the WAN Interface. If you use a DHCP server, please configure it to deliver the IP address. 
In this case, QX Gateway will get the IP address automatically, as it acts as a DHCP client on the WAN 
side. 

• Bandwidth – used to regulate a number of calls allowed by the QX Gateway to avoid degradation in low 
bandwidth conditions. 

• Regional Settings – if your QX Gateway is located outside the United States, it is important to properly 
configure your line settings according to your location. 

• Firewall – enable and configure the firewall to make the QX Gateway safe and accessible for 
management at the same time. 

To customize these settings, connect a PC to QX's LAN port, log in and complete the Basic Setup as 
described in the subsequent sections.  
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5.1 Logging in to QX Gateway 

1. Start a browser (Google Chrome, Opera, Mozilla Firefox, etc.) on a PC connected to the QX.   

2. Since Firewall is disabled on the QX by default, you may connect the Web GUI either from WAN or LAN 
side of the QX. To connect the QX’s Web GUI from the WAN side, enter http://QX IP PBX (IP address 
assigned by the company’s DHCP server) in the address field of your browser. If the PC is connected to 
the QX’s LAN side, enter the 172.28.0.1 in the address field of your browser. 

3. The Login page of the QX will be displayed.

4. Enter the default credentials (Username: admin and Password: 19) to log in as the administrator. Once 
you log in, you will enter into the QX Management page.  

Note: If you consecutively enter a wrong password and/or username for five times the device will be unavailable 
for login for five minutes.

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5.2 Basic Setup - System (LAN) 

Navigate to the SetupBasic SetupSystem (LAN). The System Configuration Wizard defines the QX's LAN set-
tings and specifies regional configuration. The System Configuration Wizard must be run upon QX first startup. 
Some sections in this wizard may be skipped and left default for the basic configuration. 

Note: It is strongly recommended to leave the factory default settings unchanged if their meanings are not 
completely understandable to the party administrating the QX.

System Configuration 

Enter the unique name into the Host Name field and the LAN side domain name (to which the QX belongs to) 
into the Domain Name text field. 

The LAN IP Address doesn’t need to be changed for a basic configuration. For more advanced configuration, 
record a new LAN IP Address and keep it handy, you will need it for subsequent access to the QX’s 
management page.

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DHCP Settings for the LAN Interface 

Enabled DHCP server allows the QX automatically assign dynamic IP addresses to the devices on its LAN side.  

If you didn’t change the default LAN IP address of the QX, you also may leave the default values for the IP 
Address Range. TIP: Make sure your connected LAN devices belong to the same network as the LAN port of 
your QX. Make sure there is only one DHCP server on the LAN, otherwise, unpredictable network behavior can 
occur.

Regional Settings and Preferences 

If your QX is located outside of the United States, it is important to properly configure your line connections to 
the PSTN in your location.

Proper configuration of the Regional Settings is important for the functionality of the voice subsystem. The Re-
gional Settings determine the proper telephony parameters on the Line/Trunk and Phone ports of the QX for the 
specified country. Select the country where the QX is located. If you do not find your country in the list, pick the 
closest in your timezone.  
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The QX obtains the correct time automatically over the Internet from a time server. If you are not located in the 
US/Central standard time zone, you will need to change the Timezone to your region.

Click the Finish to complete the System Configuration Wizard. The QX will then stop internal functions and apply 
the changes made in the wizard. 

The QX will reply with the Confirm Settings page requesting confirmation of the changes. Click OK to confirm 
the settings.

Note:

• You must confirm the settings within 20 minutes. Otherwise the device will return back to the previous 
configuration and reboot.  

• If you do not use DHCP for your LAN and you have changed your LAN settings, make sure that the IP 
address of the PC connected to QX is still within the specified IP address range, otherwise your PC may 
not establish a connection to QX.  

• If you changed the network configuration of the LAN, restart your LAN connection to receive a new IP 
address from the new network. Then you can access the Web Management of the QX on the new IP 
address you’ve assigned to the QX. 
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5.3 Internet (WAN) 

Go to the SetupBasic SetupInternet (WAN) to configure the network parameters for the WAN interface and 
adjust QX’s connectivity to an external network. The Internet Configuration Wizard defines WAN settings and 
adjusts QX's connectivity to the global network. It must be run if QX is desired to be connected to the Internet. 

Before configuring the WAN port to the Internet, you need to get the following information from your internet 
service provider: 

• Bandwidth – the available upstream and downstream. 
• WAN IP Configuration – is DHCP supported? If yes, no more information is needed. If DHCP is not sup-

ported, the following data is needed: the WAN IP address, the subnet mask, the IP address of the de-
fault gateway and the IP address of the Domain Name Server (DNS). 

• MAC address – needed when the ISP requires a specific MAC address for the WAN.  

Additionally, for Point-to-Point Protocol over Ethernet (PPPoE) WAN interface, you need to get the following in-
formation from your internet service provider: 

• PPP Configuration – does your ISP use a dynamic or fixed WAN IP address? If the WAN IP address is 
dynamic, no more information is needed. If the WAN IP address is fixed, you will have to enter it. 

• Authentication – does your ISP require authentication? If authentication is required, information about 
the corresponding method (PAP, CHAP or MSCHAP) is needed including the username and password 
of the PPPoE account. 

This information will be needed to be inserted in the Internet Configuration Wizard. 

Uplink Configuration 

Select the desired WAN Interface Protocol and enter the WAN Interface Bandwidth to assure the quality of IP 
calls.

If the available bandwidth is used to the point where the quality of an additional IP call would suffer, then new IP 
calls are rejected. 

The bandwidth provided by your ISP must be specified for both Upstream and Downstream fields. The default 
entry in both fields is 100000, the maximum bandwidth of the 100 Mb uplink module. For basic DSL and cable 
modem service in the United States, typical values are 300 for Upstream and 1500 for Downstream.

The Min Data Rate text field is used to specify the amount of bandwidth reserved for data applications. The 
value entered here needs to be smaller than the value specified for Upstream Bandwidth.  

Specify the WAN Interface Protocol by choosing between available WAN interface protocols: PPPoE (Point to 
Point over Ethernet), PPTP (Point to Point Tunneling Protocol) and Ethernet. Use Ethernet for DHCP or static IP.  

For Ethernet, clicking Next will display the WAN IP Configuration page. If PPPoE is the selected WAN Interface 
Protocol, the next page will be PPP/PPTP Configuration. For PPTP WAN Interface Protocol, PPP/PPTP 
Configuration page will follow the WAN IP Configuration.

PPP/PPTP Configuration 

Enter the IP address of the PPTP server into the PPTP Server text field. Choose the encryption for the traffic 
over the PPTP interface from the Encryption drop down list. 

Authentication Settings require the Username and the Password used for the authentication on the ISP server. 

Dial Behavior radio buttons: 

• Dial Manually – if this radio button is activated, a button will be displayed in the main management win-
dow that serves to switch the Internet connection on/off. When accessing the Internet, every station of 
the connected LAN has to connect to QX first.

• Always connected – QX stays in the always connected mode. This will allow QX always remain online in 
the network. 

• The IP Address Assignment field is used to specify the external IP address given to the QX. Usually it is a 
dynamic address but in some cases, you may be given a static IP address.

If your ISP assigns a dynamic IP address, activate the Dynamic IP Address radio button, otherwise activate the 
Fixed IP Address radio button and enter the IP address you were assigned by your ISP. 

Keep Connection alive checkbox enables keeping the connection alive by sending control packets dedicated for 
the link state verification. 
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WAN IP Configuration 

Your Internet Service Provider (ISP) should provide this information.  

• Assign automatically via DHCP – The parameters are set automatically by the ISP. This is common with 
cable modem and DSL service.

• Assign Manually requires the administrator to enter the external IP Address, the corresponding Subnet 
Mask, and the IP address of the Default Gateway. This is common when you have a static IP address 
with your ISP.

The required MAC address can be entered into the User defined field. If a specific MAC address is not required, 
leave the default selection This device selected.

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6 IP Lines Configuration 

The IP Lines page is available on the QXFXO4 and QXE1T1 GWs and used to configure the IP lines to connect 
IP phones to QX. 

Attention: The IP phone support is a licensable feature for QXFXO4 and QXE1T1, so enter an IP phone license 
key on the Licensed Features page to enable the IP phones support on the QX. The total number of IP lines 
available is 200. 

The IP Lines table lists all IP lines available on the QX with the specific information on each line.

• Available IP Lines – displays all IP lines available on the QX. Press a hyperlinked IP line to go to the IP 
Line Settings page (Figure 26) to configure the selected IP line. 

• Attached Extension – displays the extension attached to the corresponding IP line. Nothing will be dis-
played if there is no extension attached to that line. Click the hyperlinked extension number to go to the 
Extensions Management – Edit Entry page to configure the extension’s settings.  

• State – displays whether the IP line is configured with an IP phone (SIP) or not (Inactive). 

• Details – displays the settings for the IP phone configured on the corresponding line, such as the au-
thorization credentials.  

• Hide disabled IP lines/Show disabled IP lines – are used to respectively hide or show the IP lines that 
have not been activated with a feature key.

IP Line Settings – IP Line # page is used to configure the IP Line with a phone.

• Inactive – if selected, turns the IP line state to inactive. 

• IP Phone – if selected, activates the line to be configured with an IP phone as follows: 

 Username and Password – define the authentication parameters to register the IP phone on the QX. 
TIP: The same parameters should be manually configured on the phone using the phone GUI. 

 Transport – select the transport protocol for SIP messages – UDP, TCP or TLS. For TLS, you may ac-
tivate the update mechanism from an IP Phone to obtain the latest certificate generated by the QX. 

 Use Session Timer – enable the SIP session timer for the corresponding IP line. This option allows 
both user agents and proxies to determine if the SIP session is still active. 

The Hot Desking section is used to enable and configure the Hot Desking service on the IP Line as follows: 

• Enable Hot Desking – enable the Hot Desking on the corresponding IP line. 

• Hot Desking Automatic Logout – configure Hot Desking functionality expiration on the corresponding IP 
line. This may be useful when someone who logged in to the public phone with the extension attached 
to this line forgot to log out after using it. With this option enabled, once the expiration time arrives, the 
extension will automatically log out from the public phone. The following options are available: 

 Never – if selected, the Hot Desking will never expire for the extension. 
 After – if selected, extension will automatically log out from the public phone after the defined period. 
 At – if selected, extension will automatically log out from the public phone at the defined moment 

(hour and minute). 
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6.1 The Hosted PBX Survivability feature on QX 

QXE1T1 and QXFXO4 gateways support the Hosted PBX Survivability (HS). This feature can be helpful in the 
scenario when using a Hosted PBX, but cannot make calls due to loss of the broadband connection. Using 
QXE1T1 and QXFXO4 gateways with HS allow IP phones to work, even when the broadband link or Hosted 
PBX are down. Users can also use the HS feature to provide access to remote phones in a branch office. 

Attention: HS support is available for the firmware version 6.1.17 and higher. 

Generally, IP phones register on the Hosted PBX, where they make and receive calls, as a primary SIP proxy 
server. Additionally, IP phones register on the QX Gateway as a secondary SIP proxy server. When the broad-
band link or Hosted PBX fail, the QX Gateway takes control of the IP phone calls, connecting them to the 
PSTN. Transition from the Hosted PBX to the QX via the HS is transparent to users. This list of IP phones con-
figured and tested to work properly with QXE1T1 and QXFXO4, supporting most of Epygi telephony features 
and HS, is provided in the table below.

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7 Configuring the QXFXO4, QXISDN4 and QXE1T1 Gateways in share 
mode 

QXFXO4, QXISDN4 and QXE1T1 Gateways as a LINE expansion device does not require further configuration 
but the FXO, ISDN or E1T1 line sharing, if the QX IP PBX: 

• is connected to the network and all network settings are done without any issues. 

• still acts as a DHCP Server as it does by default.

The only required configuration for sharing the FXO lines of QXFXO4, ISDN and E1T1 trunks of the QXISDN4 
and QXE1T1 Gateways respectively to the QX IP PBX is the sharing mode configuration on both devices (see 
details in Sharing Mode Configuration on QX IP PBX and Sharing Mode Configuration on QX Gateways). 

If the QX IP PBX does not act as a DHCP server and/or does not use the default LAN IP address any more, 
follow instructions presented below on both the QX IP PBX and QX Gateway for incoming/outgoing calls 
through QX Gateway ports. 

7.1 Enable the DHCP Server on the QX IP PBX  

The QX Gateway need to have an IP address to identify itself in the QX IP PBX LAN. This IP address can be 
assigned manually or dynamically via the DHCP server of the QX IP PBX. The simple way from the configuration 
perspective is to get an IP address from the QX IP PBX dynamically. This will be done automatically, if the QX IP 
PBX acts as a DHCP server and the QX Gateway acts as a DHCP client. 
To make sure, that the QX IP PBX will serve as a DHCP server, login to the QX IP PBX as an administrator and 
select Enable DHCP Server from the DHCP Settings for the LAN Interface menu.

This configuration is required on the QX IP PBX in order to make it use the shared FXO line, ISDN or E1T1 
trunks on the QX Gateways, as well as to configure the appropriate settings for the successful authorization 
between QX IP PBX and the QX Gateway.

7.3 Sharing Mode Configuration on QX Gateways 

This configuration is required on the QX Gateway to share its FXO lines, ISDN or E1T1 trunks to the QX IP PBX. 
Open the Web Management of the QX Gateway (QXISDN4 Gateway is used in this example) in your browser 
(the QX Gateway IP address is 172.28.0.1 by default).

Select the Provide PSTN lines for master device checkbox. 

Insert the User Name and the Password in the corresponding text fields. These authentication parameters 
should match on both master and slave QXs.

All these routing rules cannot be edited or deleted.  

Note: Any changes made in the FXO, ISDN Trunk or E1T1 Trunk Settings on the QX IP PBX will automatically be 
reflected in this table. 

Following dependencies are used when sharing the FXO, ISDN and E1T1 lines: 

• The configuration of all FXO lines, ISDN and E1T1 trunks (line state, PSTN Number, Allowed Call Type, 
etc.) on the QX gateway is transparent to QX IP PBX and will be displayed in the table on the FXO, ISDN 
and E1T1 Settings pages respectively. 

• Independent of the configuration on the QX gateway, the incoming calls on all shared FXO, ISDN and 
E1T1 lines will be automatically routed to the default Auto Attendant (00) on QX IP PBX once FXO, ISDN 
or E1T1 sharing is activated. Occasionally, routed destinations can be changed on QX IP PBX by click-
ing on the corresponding FXO, ISDN or E1T1 line.   

• Any changes applied to the configuration of shared FXO, ISDN and E1T1 lines on QX IP PBX will be au-
tomatically reflected in the FXO, ISDN and E1T1 Settings pages and Call Routing Table on the QX gate-
way. 

• All custom Call Routing rules created on the QX IP PBX and dedicated for some advanced call routing 
through the shared QX gateway will be automatically deleted once the FXO line, ISDN or E1T1 trunk 
sharing is disabled. Those routing rules will not be recovered if the sharing is enabled again. 

How this configuration works: 

When the QX IP PBX user dials 9 followed by a PSTN number (or 9+ # + PSTN number) and no FXO, ISDN or 
E1T1 line is available on the QX IP PBX (they are either unavailable, in use or disabled), the call will be routed to 
QX gateway and will go through the first available FXO, ISDN or E1T1 line port on the QXFXO4, QXISDN4 and 
QXE1T1 respectively.  
When incoming call arrives to either of the FXO port on the QXFXO4, ISDN trunk on the QXISDN4 or E1T1 trunk 
on the QXE1T1 gateway, it will be automatically routed to the Auto Attendant on the QX IP PBX (unless 
configured otherwise from the FXO, ISDN or E1T1 Settings pages on the QX IP PBX). 
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8 Configuring the QXFXS24 Gateway as QX IP PBX Expansion device 

QXFXS24 as a FXS expansion device does not require further configuration if the QX IP PBX: 

• Is connected to the network and all network settings are done without any issues. 

• Acts as a DHCP Server for its LAN interface. 

• PnP for IP lines is enabled as it does by default. 

• The LAN interface is selected for configuring the IP phones. 

Connecting the QXFXS24 

• Connect the WAN port of the QXFXS24 to the LAN port of the QX IP PBX via a straight through Cat 5 
cable with a RJ 45 connector. 

Two ways of QXFXS24 configuration on the QX IP PBX are available: 

• Plug-and-Play detection 

• Auto configuration 

8.2 QXFXS24 Plug-and-Play Detection 

To perform the QXFXS24 gateway Plug-and-Play detection on the QX IP PBX, only one step is required: 

• Factory reset the QXFXS24 by pressing and holding the RESET button on the device for at least seven 
seconds. Once this is done, following changes occur on the QX IP PBX: 

• 24 inactive IP lines in the IP Lines page on the QX IP PBX are automatically configured and shown as 
“Epygi QXFXS24” with appropriate registration usernames.

How this Configuration Works:  

Once QXFXS24 is detected on the QX IP PBX, regular analog phones can be connected to the FXS ports on 
the QX that allow users to place and receive calls using the call routing rules for the QX IP PBX.

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8.4 Enable the DHCP Server on the QX IP PBX  

The QXFXS24 has to have an IP address to identify itself in the QX IP PBX LAN. This IP address can be 
assigned to it manually or dynamically via the DHCP server of the QX IP PBX. The simple way from the 
configuration perspective is to dynamically get an IP address from the QX IP PBX (default IP is 172.30.0.1). This 
will be done automatically, if the connected QX IP PBX acts as a DHCP server and if the QXFXS24 acts as a 
DHCP client. Both devices will do so in their default settings.

If the password is lost, a factory reset will 
be required on the unit.  

12 Appendix: Configuring NAT Traversal 

Network Address Translation (NAT) is a common feature to expand the use of connected PCs and other net-
worked devices without having to use multiple public IP addresses. Most ISP’s will assign one public IP ad-
dress to each customer that is connected to the Internet. Third-party routers typically are providing NAT capa-
bility and creating a private network of PCs and other devices not visible from the Internet. This method offers 
security and also eliminates the need to assign public IP addresses to each device on the LAN. 

The QX initiates and receives SIP calls from the Internet (or the network connected to the WAN port). To receive 
SIP calls, the QX must be able to receive packets from the SIP server or any other device that is trying to make 
an incoming call. If the QX is placed behind a router with NAT, the QX will not be able to receive calls. To re-
solve this issue, either STUN must be enabled on the QX or SIP NAT traversal must be set up in the router and 
in the QX to route the incoming calls properly. 

Note:

• NAT traversal only works with Internet connections that have static IP addresses. Verify from your pro-
vider that this is the case for your Internet connection. Some ISPs provide dynamic IP addresses that 
may change from time to time, and are not appropriate for SIP NAT traversal.  

• If you have more than one router between the QX and the Internet, the same port forwarding must be 
configured on each of them. 

NAT Traversal Setup 

Install the QX behind the router. If the QX is configured with its factory default settings, it is already configured 
for DHCP and will obtain an IP address automatically from the router.  

Connect a PC to the QX LAN port and power it up. 

Verify the QX can connect to the Internet by opening a browser and browsing to a WEB site. If the QX cannot 
reach the Internet, verify the LAN/WAN LEDs and the cabling. Verify that Assign automatically via DHCP option 
is enabled on QX and the router has DHCP server enabled. 

Find the address of the router and log into the router. Refer to the router’s user manual on how to open the 
router configuration. 
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Set up port forwarding on the router to forward TCP port 5060, RTP/RTCP port 6000-6255 to the IP address 
assigned to the QX. You can see the IP address of the QX in the StatusSystem StatusNetwork Status page. 
The IP address will be listed as the WAN IP address. Your router also may indicate the IP address assigned to 
the QX. 

Find out the public Internet address (WAN IP address) of the router. To do so, open a browser and go to 
www.whatismyip.com. The site will return your public Internet IP address. Record this IP address. 

From the Telephony menu of the QX Management go to the TelephonyNAT TraversalGeneral page and set 
the NAT Traversal for SIP to Force. Save the selection.

• Go to the SIP Parameters page.

Select Use Manual NAT Traversal and enter the WAN IP address of the router into the Mapped Host text field. 
For Mapped Port, enter the router's corresponding port number, in this case 5060. Save the entries. 

• Go to the RTP Parameters page and select Use Manual NAT Traversal.

• Enter the WAN IP address of the router into the Mapped Host text field. Set the Mapped RTP/RTCP Port 
Range according to the values specified on the router, in this case to 6000 (Min) and 6255 (Max), re-
spectively. Click the Save button to save the contents. 

The QX will activate the settings and register the extensions on the Epygi SIP Server after a few minutes. You 
can verify the settings from the StatusSystem StatusSIP Registration tab. 
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13 Appendix: Checking the Connections 

If the system doesn’t seem to be working properly, even when all the cables are connected properly, it may be 
helpful to Start Network Diagnostics: The WAN link, IP configuration, gateway, DNS server, and STUN-NAT will 
all be checked.  

To start diagnostics, go to the MaintenanceDiagnostics page and click on Start Network Diagnostics.

If diagnostics are successful, but you are still unable to place a call to 88888# then check the SIP registration 
status.

If QX is placed behind 
a NAT router and the STUN is enabled, the detected connection type and the IP address of this router's WAN 
port are displayed.

QX cannot work behind your router if Detected Connection Type is one of the following: 

• Unknown connection – unexpected error 

• Symmetric NAT 

• Symmetric Firewall 

• Blocked UDP 

If you get one of the above mentioned Detected Connection Types, either connect the QX in front of the router, 
or configure NAT traversal manually as explained in Appendix: Configuring NAT Traversal.
